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Meeting of the Editorial Board


Minutes

1.  The General Editor called the meeting to order at 4:10PM and asked those present to introduce themselves.

2. Reports


2.1 OT Book Review Editor (Dale Launderville, OSB) distributed a written report (attached to these minutes). He noted that there is a need for reviewers who can read Spanish and Italian.


2.2 NT Book Review Editor (Amy-Jill Levine) distributed a written report (attached to these minutes).


3.3 General Editor (Richard Dillon) distributed a written, statistical report on the CBQ’s publication flow as of August 1, 2004 (attached to these minutes).


3.4 Search Committee for General Editor. Richard Dillon offered a verbal report on the work of the Search Committee and its recommendation that Linda Day be elected by the editorial board as the General Editor for a four-year term beginning in January 2005. Richard Dillon asked Linda Day to leave the room so that a discussion of the report could take place.

3. Elections 


3.1 General Editor. Richard Dillon nominated Linda Day for the position of General Editor. A discussion followed the nomination, after which a vote by show of hands took place. The result was that Linda Day received the necessary votes of those, present and voting, to be elected as the General Editor.


3.2 Associate editors. After some discussion about the number of associate editors that need to be elected to fill the vacancies left by the outgoing associate editors and vacancy created by the election of Linda Day as General Editor, there was a consensus that the editorial board would elect two associate editors with OT expertise and three with NT expertise. Each of the new members of the board will serve for a full term.


The members of the board reviewed the qualifications of those active members of the Association who agreed to stand for election to the editorial board and whose CVs had been 

distributed by mail in June. After this review, a secret ballot was taken with the following results:


3.2.1 Carol Dempsey, OP; Ralph Klein; Marion Soards; and Jerome Walsh were elected to a second consecutive term as associate editors.


3.2.2. David Carr, David Penchansky, Mary Ann Beavis, C. Clifton Black, and Sheila McGinn were elected to a first term as associate editors.

N.B. While the editorial board does elect the General Editor, it makes recommendations to the CBA Committee on Nominations for the position of associate editor. The names of those “elected” by the editorial board as associate editors were given to the CBA Committee on Nominations for election by the active members of the CBA, attending and voting, during the business meeting of the association. 

4.  Other business. 


4.1 Secretary of the Editorial Board. Leslie Hoppe, OFM, who serves as the secretary of the editorial board, reminded the members of the board that his second consecutive term on the editorial board ends on December 31, 2005. Another member of the board will need to volunteer for the position of secretary before or during the CBA Annual Meeting in 2005. He reminded the members of the board that the duties of the secretary involve facilitating the nomination and election of associate editors and taking and distributing the minutes of the editorial board meeting. No volunteer came forward during this meeting.


4.2 Nominations to the Editorial Board. It was noted that this list of nominees to the editorial board was rather “thin” this year. Leslie Hoppe noted that there could be two reasons for this. First, several scholars, who had been nominated for membership, declined to stand for election. Second, the secretary of the board did not send out a second letter seeking nominations. This second letter usually brings in several more nominees. Amy-Jill Levine suggested that the membership of the Association be invited to suggest nominees by including a request for nominations on the evaluation sheet used by the Program Committee and filled out by the membership during the business meeting. Such a method may bring in self-nominations. No action was taken on this proposal.

5. The chair adjourned the meeting at 5:15PM.
