The General Editor called the meeting to order at 4:30 pm, distributed the agenda, and asked those present to introduce themselves.

I
Reports:


The O.T. Book Review Editor (Dale Launderville, OSB) distributed a written report (attached) and noted that we have been meeting our goal of having approximately thirty books and essay collections reviewed each issue.


The N.T. Book Review Editor (A. J. Levine) was unable to attend the meeting. She submitted her report to the General Editor, who will forward it to the Board members after the CBA General Meeting is concluded.


The General Editor (Linda Day) reported on the success of using Scriptorium for the copy editing of the journal and invited feedback on the process of manuscript review. She distributed the written statistical report on the CBQ’s publication flow up through 1 August 2005 (attached).

II.
Elections


The General Editor announced the resignation of Paula McNutt effective after this meeting, and the appointment of Leslie Hoppe to fill out the last year of Paula’s position. Leslie Hoppe distributed the ballot listing the nominees who had agreed to stand for election to fill the vacancies on the Editorial Board, and whose CVs had been distributed by mail on 7 July 2005. He reviewed the list name-by-name and invited comments on each nominee. After this review, a secret ballot (attached) was taken with the following results:

A. K. M. Adam, Adela Yarbro Collins, William Holladay, and Carole Fontaine were selected to be submitted to the CBA membership for appointment to a second consecutive term as associate editor.

Gary Anderson, Kristin De Troyer, Mary Rose D’Angelo, and Pheme Perkins were were selected to be submitted to the CBA membership for appointment to a first term as associate editor.

The General Editor will submit these eight names to the CBA Nomination Committee for election at the Association’s Business Meeting on Monday, 8 August 2005.

III.
Selection of the Secretary


The General Editor announced that Sheila McGinn has volunteered to take over as Secretary for the CBQ Editorial Board upon Leslie Hoppe’s resignation from that position. The appointment was approved by acclamation.

V.
Other Business


The General Editor raised the issue of whether authors could be given the names of those who reviewed their articles; some authors have asked for this information so they could personally thank their reviewers. After some discussion, the Board decided not to allow this practice in the interests of retaining anonymity of both authors and reviewers. The CBQ Board wants to ensure that reviews remain “blind” both in practice and in appearance.

There being no further business, the General Editor adjourned the meeting at 5:15 PM.
