Suggestions for obtaining summer undergraduate research opportunities

Most summer undergraduate research programs have application deadlines around Feb. 1. Some are earlier and some are later so be sure to read carefully information on each program. All programs provide stipends ranging between ~$1000 and ~$4000 and some provide housing. All of these programs are competitive. In general, for the JCU programs, students with less than a 3.0 GPA have little chance of being selected; most of the other programs listed are significantly more competitive.
JCU has three summer undergraduate research programs:
· Huntington-Codrington Summer Undergraduate Research Program

This program allows JCU students to carry out research with JCU faculty on campus during the summer. Contact Dr. David Mascotti, Dept. of Chemistry, dmascotti@jcu.edu, for information. Applications will be distributed early in the spring semester.

· JCU-Cleveland Clinic Summer Undergraduate Research Program

This program allows JCU students to carry out research at the Cleveland Clinic Foundation. Contact Dr. Jim Lissemore, Dept. of Biology, jlissemore@jcu.edu, for information. Applications will be distributed late in the fall semester.

· NSF-funded Summer Undergraduate Research Program in Cyanobacterial Systematics
This program allows JCU students to carry out research on cyanobacterial taxonomy and systematics with Dr. Jeff Johansen.  Applications are available now and should be completed before the end of the fall semester.  Contact Dr. Jeff Johansen for the application, johansen@jcu.edu.
JCU’s Chemistry Department has excellent contact with several local companies (e.g. Lubrizol, Sherwin-Williams) that often hire chemistry majors for summer internships. Contact Dr. Mike Setter, msetter@jcu.edu for more information.
