1. [image: image2.wmf]Click on the wireless icon (waves at the top of your screen), and click on “jcu”.
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Open Safari and you will be prompted at the top of the window to accept a security certificate. Click “Continue” and you will be redirected to a page that requests your email address. 
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A new web page asking for your email address will appear, and from there enter your John Carroll email address (first initial, last name, and year of graduation –ex: jsmith11@jcu.edu) then click Accept.

Advanced Mac Wireless Configuration Instructions:
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1. Click the wireless icon at the top of the screen, and click “Open Internet Connect” (also can be found in Applications ( Internet Connect). 
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2. Click the 802.1X icon (orange lock) and under the “Configuration” menu, click “Edit Configurations”. 


3. At the bottom left corner of the screen, click the “+” (plus symbol), and a new connection will appear. 

4. The configuration should look as follows: 

· Description: jcusec

· Network: AirPort

· Username: (see bottom of page)

· Password: (see bottom of page)

· Wireless Network: jcusec (you must type “jcusec” in the dialog box, as it will not show up in the drop down menu).

· Authentication: Everything should be unchecked except for PEAP.

· Click on Configure button to the right of the authentication type box, and clear out the text box in the window that appears.

5. Click OK

6. Click Connect and if asked for any security certificates, allow all. 

In the 802.1X Authentication window, login as follows:

JCU Students: enter CAMPUS\username and password where indicated (ex. CAMPUS\jsmith11). 

JCU FSA: enter CAMPUS\username and password where indicated (ex. CAMPUS\jsmith).
