El Salvador: Academic/Cultural Immersion Experience






WHAT:  A cultural and academic immersion experience that affords students intimate access to the day-to-day lives of the people of El Salvador through travel in the field, “shadowing” within the Casa de la Solidaridad community, and interaction and interviews with nationals.
WHERE:  San Salvador, El Salvador.  Students and faculty are hosted by CRISPAZ, Christians for Peace in El Salvador.
WHEN:  March 4-11, 2006 (Spring Break).

WHO:  This immersion trip is OPEN TO ALL STUDENTS.  Any student who is enrolled in one of the following 3-credit classes during spring semester is also eligible to receive an additional hour of academic credit for participating in the El Salvador Immersion Trip.
