Trip Description
In the spring, a group of John Carroll University students and administrators journey to one of the nation’s poorest rural areas – Big Ugly, West Virginia. Surrounded by the mountains, participants spend the week working within the community, doing maintenance and repair work at the community center, tutoring students, and helping with after school programs for children of all ages. Throughout the week-long adventure, students experience first-hand the issues facing the people of the region.
Participants will engage in some heavy lifting, optional hiking, and walking in the beautiful rural surroundings. Other activities can include daily reflections, evening fun and games, optional religious services, a trip to the state capitol in Charleston, as well as the chance to build lasting relationships with fellow participants.
