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COURSE OBJECTIVES
This course will satisfy a Social Sciences  S core requirement.  
The purpose of this course is to provide students with an understanding of international relations.  The course will be divided into three parts.  The first part will carefully examine and compare the competing theories of international relations.  This will be done through developing an understanding of global actors and processes. Upon completing the first part of this course, the student will become familiar with the role of international relations in explaining relationships among political actors (for example, states, international organizations, or political leaders).  The second part will apply these theories to the study of international security.  Here we will deal with issues of power, foreign policy and international conflict.   Finally the third part will deal with international political economy.  This will include international trade, integration proliferation and the environment.  Students should come out of this course with a solid understanding of the theories of International Relations and with an ability to use this foundation to acquire a comprehensive insight into the discipline of IR.

In addition, there will be other readings posted on blackboard or on electronic reserve.  You are also expected to stay up to date international issues by reading newspapers such as The New York Times or The Washington Post and current affairs publications such as the Economist. Keeping up with the news is an integral part of this course.  

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

1. There will be A MIDTERM during the semester.  The midterm will count for 30% of your final grade

2. There will be a comprehensive in-class FINAL EXAM which will count for 30% of your final grade.

3. There will be several weekly QUIZZES and/or RESPONSE PIECES which will cover the news, readings, lectures or discussions.  The quizzes may, in some instances, be multiple choice questions.  The quizzes may or may not be announced ahead of time.  If you miss a quiz, it is your responsibility to talk to me about a make-up, or you would receive a zero for the quiz.  The response pieces or assignments will be scheduled ahead of time and will also deal with the news readings, lectures and discussions.  There will be a penalty and a deduction taken on late assignments. The quizzes and/or response pieces will count for 20% of your grade. 

4. At the beginning of the semester, each student will be assigned the role of a foreign minister of one country.  Each student will be responsible for keeping up with breaking events in their country and their region.  We will start every class with a world politics briefing when you are expected to report on the recent event and tie the event with what we are studying.  You are supposed to keep a folder or binder with all the news clippings for your country and hand it in at the end of the semester.  More information about this will be discussed in class.  This folder together with your briefings in class will count for 10% of your grade. 

5. PARTICIPATION and ATTENDANCE are required. Keeping up with the readings and current events is absolutely imperative for achieving a good performance in this course.  While there will be lectures, active class participation will comprise an important component of your evaluation.  Missing more than three classes during the semester as well as being regularly late to class will cause a deduction from your participation grade.  Note that regular attendance will highly enhance your performance. Attendance and participation in class discussions will count for 10%.
6.  I will regularly communicate with you through BLACKBOARD announcements and e-mail.  It is your responsibility to check both the blackboard announcements and your JCU e-mail account regularly.

7. You are expected to complete ALL THE COURSE REQUIREMENTS to pass this course.
