About the course:

This seminar in comparative politics will explore issues of wide-ranging political interest and significance in European contexts.  These issues include but are not limited to:  forms of democratic governance; nations, nationalism, and regionalism; the politics of the European Union; immigration, religion, and politics in Europe; and the vexed and foundational question of the nature of European identity itself.  

Course Grade:
Your course grade will be based upon three short essays (3-4 pages each) on topics related to the readings, plus a final paper of 6-8 pages (due in lieu of a final exam).  Each of the papers, including the final paper, is worth 25% of the course grade.  We will arrive at the paper topics together, in class.
· Paper #1 will be due Friday, September 28
· Paper #2 will be due Friday, October 26
· Paper #3 will be due Friday, November 30
· The final paper, of a cumulative nature, will be due during the final exam period.

The reading load is moderate to heavy, building up and then tapering off toward the end of the semester.  The heaviest reading weeks seem to be October 1st and October 15th.   The films suggested are not required, but will be on reserve in Grasselli Library.  We may watch excerpts from some of the films in class.

Any appeal by a student is to be made first to the instructor. If disputes of interpretation arise, the faculty member and chairperson will attempt to resolve the difficulty with the student. If this does not lead to resolution, the academic dean normally will rule in the matter.

If a penalty is imposed for academic misconduct, a written report of the incident may be sent to the academic dean. The dean will review the case and determine if, in light of other information and records, further disciplinary action is warranted.
