Themes of the Institute:

· Chinese history, with special emphases on revolutionary and national (post-1949) history and on contrasts between ancient and modern China.

· Chinese society, with special emphases on women’s issues, rural life and internal migration, urbanization, and economic transformation.

· China’s environmental crisis, with special emphasis on water issues in the Yellow River and Yangtze River watersheds and their human impacts.
