COURSE DESCRIPTION:


The course focuses on the following topics on the American presidency: history, power, popularity, ratings, elections, personalities, leadership styles, reform proposals, roles of commander-in-chief, chief executive, foreign policy leader, domestic policy leader, and party leader, and relations with Congress, the federal courts, the bureaucracy, and the White House staff.

REQUIREMENTS:

1. Four quizzes and four exams.

2. Several homework papers.

3. A paper with two drafts. The paper (about 6-10 pages, typed, double-spaced, notes, and a bibliography) is a literature review of research on a topic on the presidency. Students will receive information on conducting the research and writing the paper during the first few days of the course. The first draft is 40 percent of the grade, and the second draft is 60 percent. The first draft of the paper should be in a folder or large envelope and should also contain some of the materials used in writing the paper. Also, in writing the paper students should be aware of the statement on plagiarism in the Student Handbook.
4. A debate. Students participate in debates on the evaluations of

presidents. Also, students type and hand in an outline of their 

debate presentation and a bibliography with at least five sources.
